College Uniform

The uniform of the College is seen as one of the public expressions of our values and our group identity.
For this reason all students are expected to conform to the standards expected and defined as part of their
collective responsibility to one another. Students are expected to be in correct uniform at all times.

Years 11 and 12 Girls College Uniform

Blazer - Compulsory for formal gatherings and during Terms 2 and 3

College jumper

Year 12 jersey can be worn on sports days and College Carnivals

White College blouse with College tie

College skirt worn at knee length or longer

College white socks with navy, jade and maroon stripes

Black polishable hard leather lace-up school shoes with heel up to 2cms (not black slip on style shoes)
College hat

During cooler weather students may wear navy tights or stockings and a dark blue scarf.

Years 7- 10 Girls College Uniform

College check blouse with navy tie

College skirt worn at knee length or longer

College white socks with navy, jade and maroon stripes

Black polishable hard leather lace-up school shoes with heel up to 2cms

College hat is to be worn at all times when in an uncovered area

College jumper

During cooler weather students may wear navy tights or stockings and a dark blue scarf.

Years 11 and 12 Boys College Uniform

College jumper

Year 12 jersey can be worn on sports days and College Carnivals

White College shirt and College tie

Navy College shorts or long trousers (compulsory for formal gatherings)
College grey socks with navy, jade and maroon stripes with both long and short trousers
Black polishable hard leather lace-up school shoes (not black sports shoes)
College hat is to be worn at all times when in an uncovered area

Plain black leather belt

During cooler weather students may wear a dark blue scarf.

Years 7- 10 Boys College Uniform

White College shirt worn untucked except when wearing a jumper

Navy College shorts or long trousers

College grey socks with navy, jade and maroon stripes with both long and short trousers
Black polishable hard leather lace-up school shoes (not black sports shoes)

College hat is to be worn at all times when in an uncovered area

Plain black leather belt

College jumper

During cooler weather students may wear a dark blue scarf.
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Girls and Boys Sport and PDHPE uniform

College sports polo shirt

College navy sports shorts

Plain white sport socks - must be above shoe lining
Predominantly white sports shoes

College hat is to be worn at all times when in an uncovered area
In cooler weather the College tracksuit may be worn.

Grooming

Hair Colour and Style - Boys

The hair is to be worn clean and brushed at all times.

The hair should not be worn at a length which covers the eyebrows or the collar of a buttoned shirt.

The hair should not be shorter than a number three clipper.

The hair should not be worn in dramatically differing lengths. This prohibits undercuts and other extreme cuts.
Hair colours are not appropriate.

Must be clean shaven

Hair Colour and Style - Girls

The hair is to be worn clean and brushed at all times. Hair longer than shoulder length should be tied back.

The hair can be worn in ponytails, pigtails, plaits etc. Each of these should be singularly or in pairs and should be
worn away from the face.

Colours both permanent and temporary are not appropriate.

Jewellery and Makeup

No jewellery is to be worn to College with watches being the exception.

Girls with pierced ears are permitted to wear plain studs or simple small sleepers without stones or adornment or
other visual feature.

One earring per ear and that is to be worn in the lower ear lobe. Boys are not allowed to wear earrings to College.
Necklaces of a particular significance are to be worn under the uniform so that they cannot be seen.

Jewellery includes all items introduced to the hair such as beads, feathers etc but excludes subdued coloured clips
and pins.

Nail polish and cosmetics are not to be worn to College. Nails are to be clean and trimmed.

Clear lip balm is allowed.

Labelling

Each article of your clothing must be clearly marked with your first name and surname to ensure your clothing can
be quickly returned to you if you lose it. College shoes and gym shoes should also be clearly named.
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
